Re: Boil Water Advisory Update

To alleviate any uncertainty generated by recent media coverage regarding the Boil Water Advisory issued for the Tyndall and Garson area in 2000, this notice is to remind residents that the Boil Water Advisory issued for the Tyndall and Garson Area in 2000 is still in effect.  The advisory was issued due to wide spread bacterial contamination of Private Wells.  

This reminder does not pertain to residents that utilize the pressurized water system. 

Please ensure that boil water advisory signage remains in place in areas where the water is available to the general public. 

Bacteriological contaminated water is considered unsafe for consumptive purposes.  This applies to water used for drinking, making infant formula, juices and ice, cooking, washing fresh vegetables and fruit, and brushing teeth. Untreated water should be brought to a rolling boil for at least one minute or otherwise disinfected. Individuals may choose to use alternate sources of water such as bottled water.

Water can be used for general domestic purposes including hand washing, bathing and showering (provide the water is not swallowed), dishwashing and laundry.
