COMMITTEE REPORTS:

1. RM of Brokenhead:  G. Dudeck informs RM of Brokenhead has 84’ Dodge truck available to the LUD.  G. Dudeck to investigate insurance cost.

Tyndall resident requests permission to move two older homes onto property in Tyndall.  More information and photos to come.

Question:  Would the LUD consider publication of the approved snowmobile route in Tyndall and the LUD.

Report of damaged culvert on 2nd Street in Garson

RM office contacted by GPS Innovations regarding the mapping of the RM of Brokenhead.

The Volunteer Retention & Recruitment meeting which had been scheduled for April 16, 2004 was cancelled.

The Sewer and Water project for the RM is continuing to move forward with Environmental Licenses and funding.

The RM is working at funding for the new ice plant in the Garson Arena.  A two-part operation plan could see the ice plant to begin operating this year.

The RM has not responded to the LUD regarding the ball diamonds in Tyndall.

2. Garson Playground:  Lisa Pescitelli reports a request has been made to move the date for the Pioneer tea to September/04.

Letters have been sent out to various businesses and organizations requesting donations for the silent auction at the fund raising social.

Survey is complete on the propose Garson Playground.  Will request RM to sent out Tenders for clean up of site.  L. Pescitelli & P. Kroeker to create draft tender with the necessary actions needed for clean up included.

The fundraiser social for the Garson Park & Playground Committee is on April 24, 2004.

3. S. Klaprat reports the Community Calendar idea is being welcomed by many community groups and they are trying to coordinate future event dates.
